A new diagnostic panel in the electrical controls gives readouts of electrical faults and service 
information.  It also has hour meters indicating the time different functions have operated;

time slots. New hydraulic systems are incorporated that allow variable speed conveyors 

from both electrical and hydraulic controls. Heavier chains, soft 
start abilities and the automatic timed slowing of the conveyor 
chain when heavy crushing is encountered add to increased 
chain lives and improved performance.  Cogar continues with 
an innovative approach for improved performance with their 
complete line of chain feeders and feeder breakers.
